bib2xhtml corverts a bibtex-format bibliograptfile to XHTML. sourcefilemay be either a Bit&X-for-
mat bibliograply (.bib) file or a LaTeX-fomatted bibliogragteuxillary file (.aux). htmlfile will often be
just part of a larger XHTML filebib2xhtml attempts to update the XHTML file in plack.does this by
searchinghtmlfile for two goecial strings, which delimit the bibliograppart of the file. These strings are
the XHTML comments

If these delimiters are found, the old bibliogragietween them is replaced with theanbibliograpty.
Otherwise the ne bibliograply, with the appropriate delimiters, is appended to the erdroffile, and it
will be necessary to nve it to the proper location by hand\ote that it is possible fdmtmifile to contain
ary number of bibliographies, and thenay be updated independently no htmlfileis specified, the bibli-
ograply is written to standard output.

The tag of each BibTeX bibliograplentry is cowerted into a name anchor (<A NAME="tag">) friml-
file, and may be used to construct a link to this particular entry.

By default the contents of the bibliograpdre determined by the contents of Hwurcefile It is dso possi-
ble to specify the contents of the bibliogrgph the htmlfile itself by setting the-i option and using te

The full author andkeywords fields of each BibTeX entry are includedhitmlfile as XHTML
comments, and may be used by CGI scripts (sudiibagarch, which is supplied) to select only
certain entries.

Hints
bib2xhtml’s LaTeX to XHTML corversion is not very smart. If something isbeing cowerted correctly
try doing it in a different way.

bib2xhtml| does not currently understakgerb. To get a tilde into a filename or an embedded URL, use
\"{}. On the other hand, entries containitdrL fields or\url{} commands, are correctly o@nted into
hyperlinks. Lea&e sich hyperlinks as tlyeare; do not embed griaTeX commands in them.
